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The Journal of Studies on Humanities and Public Affairs
of Chiba University (hereinafter the “Journal”) is a research
journal of the Graduate School of Humanities and Studies on
Public Affairs of Chiba University (hereinafter the “Graduate
School”). The purposes of the Journal are to share and disclose
to the public at large the results of research activities in the
Graduate School by publicizing those results and by providing
graduate students opportunities to present their research
results, as well as to aim for the further development of

research activities at the Graduate School.
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The Journal is published once a year. Editing and
publication of the Journal are conducted by the Editorial
Committee (hereinafter the “Committee”). However, the
Journal may be published multiple times when the Committee

finds it necessary.
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Qualified persons for submission to the Journal are as
follows.

(1) Teaching staff engaged in research and education in the
Graduate School

(2) Graduate students who belong to the doctoral program of
the Graduate School or the Graduate School of Humanities
and Social Sciences, except for students on a leave of
absence (However, only manuscripts whose contents have
been reviewed and approved by a supervisor will be
published.)

(3) Recipients of a degree or those who completed the
coursework without obtaining a degree of the doctoral
program of the Graduate School or the Graduate School of
Humanities and Social Sciences/Social Sciences and
Humanities (However, only manuscripts whose contents
have been reviewed and approved by the Committee will be
published. When a large number of persons fall within this
category, the Committee may make adjustments.)

(4) Persons who are specially approved by the Committee
(However, where a submitter applies for approval, a notice

specified separately by the Committee has to be submitted.



In addition, only manuscripts whose contents have been
reviewed and approved by the Committee will be
published.)

b.(HhEEFEDRXMIZDOLIT) / (Submission by a
student on a leave of absence and the like)
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A student who is on a leave of absence or those who have
withdrawn from school (except for those who completed the
coursework without obtaining a degree) may not submit
manuscripts to the Journal individually, in principle.

The manuscript of a student who takes a leave of absence
during the semester after submission of the manuscript to the
Journal may not be published in the issue of such a semester,
and the student shall submit the manuscript again after

returning to school.

c.(BAICKDIERITOLT) / (Submission by
multiple authors)
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Only “Articles” and “Research notes” may be submitted as
one submission by multiple authors. Such submissions must
include one or more teaching staff engaged in research and

education at the Graduate School as an author.
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Writing of manuscripts shall comply with the style guide. If
a manuscript does not comply with the style guide, especially
when there is a lack of uniformity in the notation of references

or other matters, such manuscripts may not be accepted.
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All manuscripts to be submitted shall be those that have not
been published before and shall be submitted to the
Committee as complete manuscripts. In addition, duplicate

submission shall not be approved.
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The Committee may request revision of submitted

manuscripts.
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a. (FFHEDIRR) / (Copyright Attribution)
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Although the copyrights to their articles and other materials
published in the Journal belong to their respective authors,
each author shall accept that his/her rights may be exercised
by the Graduate School to the extent necessary for
digitalization and publication of the Journal. Each author shall
also accept that the Graduate School may entrust the exercise
of the above rights to a third party for the purpose of

digitalization and publication of the Journal.

b. (ZEWDEIA) / (Citation of Copyrighted
Works)
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If there is a possibility of infringement of the Copyright
Act when any third party’s copyrighted works (pictures,
illustrations, etc.) are cited, the author is responsible for
obtaining prior permission from the copyright holder and
to report this to the Committee, as well as to provide a

copyright notice in the manuscript to be submitted.
